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IN RICHMOND

Outreach Events at Ashland Church

Invite your international friends, neighbors, classmates, or coworkers to one of our many
outreach events throughout the year such as VBS, Fourth on the Farm, or Fall Fest. Some
internationals may feel more comfortable at one of these events rather than a worship service
(but invite them to both!). These events are a great way to get them connected to more of our
church family.



International Adoption

There are children all across our nation in need of adoption and foster care and there are even
more beyond our borders. Unlike in America, there are orphans growing up in countries where
there are no churches or where they will never have the opportunity to hear the gospel. When
we adopt children into our family from across the world, we reflect what God is doing through
the gospel as he adopts spiritual orphans from all nations into his family as his sons and
daughters. Grants and financial assistance are available. There are several excellent Christian
adoption agencies to choose from including Nightlight Christian Adoptions and Lifeline

Children’s Services.

Cultural Restaurants and Grocery Stores

There are many restaurants and grocery stores with cultural foods and products for sale from
different nations. Try a restaurant from a different culture each month or become a regular and
get to know the staff. Find out where they are from, how long they have been living here, what
they think about Richmond, if they go to church, and if they would like to come to church with
you! Offer to help them in any way you can.



Thursday Night Dinners at EKU Baptist Campus Ministry

Each Thursday night at 6:00 pm during the fall and spring semesters, EKU Baptist Campus
Ministries hosts a free meal for college students at the BCM (325 University Drive). Invite an
international student or go and make friends with one at the meal.

Affirm (Formerly Known as Pregnancy Help Center)

Affirm is a local nonprofit health clinic that provides free medical services and parenting
classes for those experiencing unplanned pregnancy. They give information and counsel to help
parents make wise decisions and save the lives of the unborn. They regularly serve
internationals.

God’s Outreach

Madison County’s local food bank provides supplemental and emergency food to
approximately 1,600 families, including international people. They also provide 1,750 backpacks
with weekend meals for students from 19 area schools.

Invite neighbors,
coworkers, students, and others you meet from the nations into your home for a meal.
Holidays are a great time to do this! Many international people have never experienced local
holidays with an American family or don’t have friends or family to enjoy them with. Ask them
about what food, holidays, and traditions are like in their cultures. Explain why we celebrate
holidays like Christmas and Easter.

Grace’s Closet

Grace’s Closet is a resource pantry for foster care parents in Madison County and the
surrounding area. They provide foster parents with items like children’s clothing, car seats,
diapers, wipes, diaper bags, high chairs, cribs, and more. They are open Saturdays from 10 am
to 2 pm and always need more donations and volunteers!

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SHORT-TERM OPPORTUNITIES

New Orleans, Louisiana (1 Week | June 15-21)

This summer we have the opportunity to continue to serve in New Orleans and assist North
American Mission Board church planters to plant more churches throughout the city. Our
Ashland Church team will spend a week in New Orleans serving the local church and sharing
the gospel with the lost. This is a great short-term opportunity for Christians of all ages and for

those who have never been on a mission trip before.

New Orleans, Louisiana (Summer)

College students can serve for 6 to 8 weeks during the summer to help our work as a church
to plant churches in New Orleans through the GenSend program with the North American
Mission Board.

Ayacucho, Peru (1-3 months)

Serve alongside missionaries Rick and Donna Martin and get experience in international
church planting. Learn how to work in and through a church plant to share the gospel and
make disciples in a cross-cultural setting. Some Spanish required. Length of time and dates
are flexible.
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Ayacucho, Peru (3 months +)

Join missionaries Rick and Donna Martin and their church plant IBC Ayacucho and help lead
their English language outreach. You will teach English informally (English clubs, conversation
partners, etc) and build relationships to connect the lost in Ayacucho to Christ and to the

church. No teaching experience or degree required. High school level Spanish is sufficient.

Reaching and Teaching Overseas Practicum (Summer or Winter Break)

College students and young adults can serve 6-10 weeks over the summer or 4 weeks over
winter break alongside church planting teams in various international locations. This is an
excellent way to experience church-centered missions and practice cross-cultural

APPENDIX I: HOW TO GET OR RENEW A PASSPORT

In order to travel internationally, you must have a passport. Most countries require a passport
to have at least 6 months validity left before it expires in order to enter. All of the
information you need to apply for a passport or to renew your passport can be found at the

US State Department websites below. You can now renew your passport online.

If you do not have a passport or need to renew your passport, you should do so as soon as
possible. Processing times vary depending on seasonal demand and can be anywhere from

weeks to months.

Pray With Your Family For Missions

Use our Ends of the Earth Prayer Calendar to pray for specific requests each month for
different church planters and church plants we support.

Give With Your Family To Missions

Model and teach your children the importance of sacrificial giving to missions. Help them
come up with creative ways they can raise money to give to mission work (chores, bake sale,
yard work, etc). Explain why we give and how our giving enables others to go and share the
gospel and plant churches where there are none. They can give to our Ends of the Earth fund
by placing their offering in one of the offertory boxes on Sunday morning with an envelope
designating their gift to Ends of the Earth or you can give for them online at
www.ashland.church/give.
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Go With Your Family On Mission Trips

Serve with your family on one of our mission trips. Go with them and give them real life
experience sacrificially serving in a missions context. Our New Orleans mission trip is a great
fit for families with children 4th grade and up who are ready to work hard! Mature youth can
serve with their parents on one of our Peru teams.

Have missions movie nights and watch missions documentaries. Younger children will enjoy
watching The Torchlighters series (torchlighters.org). Older kids will appreciate short
missions documentaries like Yembi Yembi and HeartCry Films (available for free on YouTube).
Also check out the Dispatches From the Front films. Read missionary biographies with your
family like the Heroes for Young Readers Series (ideal for ages 5-10) or Christian Heroes Then
And Now (ideal for ages 10-14).
